Area Executive

Responsibilities:

1. Upon election as Area Exec—Recommend one Area Publicity Chairperson.(must be a Member in good standing) According to the NASCOE Constitution and By Laws, Article VI- Committees Section 2- The committee chairpersons and committee members of each Committee shall be appointed by the President with concurrence by the Executive Committee

2. Upon Approval of recommendations by the Executive Committee—Forward the area chairperson names that were approved at the Organizational Meeting of NASCOE to the National Publicity Chairperson.
3. By December 1—Insure your Area Publicity Chairperson has collected & confirmed the names and addresses of each State Publicity Chairperson in your area.

4. By December 1 —Review the list of newsletter editors compiled by the Area Chairperson to assess the possibility of conflict of interest at the time of judging.  If the possibility of a conflict exists, notify the National Publicity Chair.
5. Upon receipt of the Publicity Packet from the National Publicity Chairperson—Each Area Executive shall receive a complete Publicity packet.  This will contain a copy of all the materials sent to the Area Publicity Chairperson and each State Publicity Chairperson.  Read the contents of the Publicity packet to ensure your understanding of the rules and processes of the various contests.
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Exhibit B

Area Publicity Chairperson

Responsibilities:

1. Upon appointment by The President and Approval by the Executive Committee—Submit your name, state affiliation, address, email address, telephone and fax numbers to your Area Executive.

2. Upon appointment by The President and Approval by the Executive Committee —Your Area Exec will submit you a listing the State Publicity Chairpersons.  
3. By December 1— Compile & verify a listing of State Publicity Chairpersons/Editors for your Area.  Distribute the listing to the National Publicity Chairperson, and the State Publicity Chairpersons in your area by December 1.  

4. By December 15— Verify with each state in your area whether or not they will be competing in the Publicity contest.  Submit a listing of competing states to your Area Exec, the Area Publicity Chairs, and the National Publicity Chair by January 1.

5. By December 15—Compile & verify a listing of competing state websites & webmasters.   Distribute the listing to your Area Exec, the Area Publicity Chairs, and the National Publicity Chair by January 1.

6. Upon appointment by your Area Exec—Review the editors in your area to assess the possibility of conflict of interest.  Notify the Area Executive and National Publicity Chair if a conflict does exist.
7. Upon receipt of the Publicity Packet from the National Publicity Chairperson—Read the contents of the Publicity packet to ensure your understanding of the rules and processes of the various contests.

8. Upon receipt of the Publicity Packet from the National Publicity Chairperson—Review Exhibit C, Score sheets D & E, and the listing of competing websites for the area.  Notify the other Area Publicity Chairs and National Publicity Chair of the need to monitor the websites in your area for updates and changes throughout the contest year.
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9.  Upon receipt of the Publicity Packet from the National Publicity Chairperson—Distribute to the State Chairpersons in your area Exhibit D and Score sheets A – D.

10. By January 15 – Contact State Publicity chairs to remind them to submit newsletters for competition to the other Area Publicity Chairs and the National Publicity Chair by February 15.
11. By March 1 – Contact the other Area Publicity Chairs and the National Publicity Chair to verify with them receipt of items submitted from your area. Publicity contest score sheets to Publicity Chair no later than March 31 of the contest year.

12. Immediately following National approval of winners – Notify all contestants in your area of contest results.  
13. By April 30th the National Publicity Chair will notify all National winners as to the award process and invite them to attend the National Convention.
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Exhibit c
State Publicity Chairperson

1. By November 1 – Submit your name, state affiliation, address, email address, telephone and fax numbers to your Area Publicity Chairperson and your Area Executive.

2. Eligibility – Each entrant (Editor, Author, and Webmaster) must be a NASCOE member.

3. Upon receipt of the Publicity Packet from the Area Publicity Chairperson – Examine the contents of the Publicity packet you receive from the Area Publicity Chairperson.  You should receive Exhibit D and Score sheets A – D.   If you are NOT your state’s Newsletter Editor and/or Webmaster, copy and forward the copy of the packet to the Editor and/or Webmaster.  If you have not received your packet by December 15 contact your Area Exec.

4. By December 1 – Ensure your Area Publicity Chairperson and your Area Executive has your state’s website address early in the year for viewing throughout the contest year.  Website entries must be in existence on January 1 of the contest year.

5. By February 15 – Send copies of your entries to the 5Area Publicity Chairs and the National Publicity Chair.
1. Each contest entrant shall mark the feature stories in each issue (location and category) to ensure that no article is overlooked.  

2. Complete the headings of Score sheets A – D as applicable.  

3. Attach Score sheets A & B to the cover of the newsletter issue as applicable to that issue.  

4. Attach Score sheet C to the cover of every single newsletter issue you mail for judging.

5. Enclose Score Sheet D if your state has a website.

6. Enclose a cover letter with the newsletters and website submission.  Each of the 4 judges must receive the entry no later than February 1 of the contest year.

6. Upon notification by the National and/or Area Publicity Chairperson of a national winning entry –Instruct the appropriate winner (Editor, Webmaster, and Author) to be photographed.  (NASCOE will pay for the photograph, up to $30.)  This photograph shall then be forwarded to the National Publicity Chairperson for display at the National NASCOE Convention. They will receive information individually as well from the National Publicity Chairperson.
7. A state’s Publicity Chairperson and/or Newsletter Editor and/or Webmaster may request a copy of their own scores from the Area Publicity Chairperson after judging has been completed and winners have been announced and notified.
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RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Contest year is January 1 through December 31.
2. Website entries must be in existence on January 1 of the contest year. State Affiliate 

should inform National Publicity Chairperson, Area Publicity Chairperson and Judges 
of the web addresses as early in the contest year as possible.  Web Master must complete, sign and submit the “Website Certification” form to each contest judge to be considered as a contestant.  This form can be found on Page 9 of this manual.
3. The State Affiliate must publish at least three (3) issues of their newsletter during the 

contest year for eligibility in the Best Newsletter category. Best Single Issue, Best 

Feature Story – Humor and Best Feature Story – Human Interest participants are 

NOT subject to this requirement. Newsletters and Articles published on websites are 

eligible to compete. Since websites may change prior to the date of judging, website 

articles must be submitted in printed form to judges for consideration. Check with 


Area Publicity Chairs will accept emailed submissions for judging. 
4. Area Publicity Chairs and National Publicity Chair must receive contest entries by 
             February 15th.
5. Contest participants must be serving, or have served, under the permanent appointment in 

a county office and must be members, either regular or associate, in good standing, in 

NASCOE.  Employees serving under a temporary appointment are eligible to 
participate in the contests providing they meet the membership requirements. The Membership certification form found on page 10, must accompany the articles and newsletter copies to the judges at the time of submission for judging. 
6 Feature articles must show identification of author (name and county) and position held in
           the county office.

6. Contest categories for awards are: Best Newsletter; Best Website; Best Single Issue; Best  
Feature Story – Humor; and Best Feature Story – Human Interest.

7. Contest Ties.  If, upon tallying the scores, a tie exists at the National Level, the tied entries will be reviewed by the National Publicity Chair for their review and scoring.  The winner of the tie, as determined by the National Publicity Chairperson, shall be declared the national winner in that category. A third party (Officer or Executive) may be asked to review tied entries for scoring.

General Effort – Is it obvious that effort was spent to present this site and its information?

NEWS COVERAGE

State – Does news pertaining to the particular state appear on the website?  What amount and is it current?

NASCOE – Are sufficient NASCOE issues presented to the visitor?  Is the coverage as complete as necessary?

County/ District – Does the site present news from specific counties or districts?  Does the site encourage interest between counties and districts?  Is the news appropriate to the audience?

Special Features – Anything that makes the site additionally appealing.  Special effects to draw the visitor deeper or special news reports that appeal to the audience, anything exceptional, beyond the basic requirements.
